Carnets 
are like passports for goods.
They replace normal Customs 
documentation enabling fast
trouble free importation into
countries belonging to the
scheme.

Once your Carnet has been 
issued you must notify Mexican
customs in advance via
CANACO’s website at www.
camaradecomerciodemexico.
com.mx/ata/.  To do this enter
the following information into
their registration system:

1. Type of ATA Carnet (original, 
duplicate, replacement) 

2. ATA Carnet number 

3. Substitute/replacement ATA 
Carnet number (if applicable) 

4. Name of the guaranteeing 
organisation 

5. Holder’s name as per Box A of 
the green cover.

6. Authorised representative’s 
details as per Box B of the green 
cover

7. Date of issue/date of expiration 
of the Carnet (to be entered 
year/month/day) 

8. Intended use of the goods (as 
indicated in Box C of the Carnet) 

9. General description of the goods 

10. Total number of goods/items as 
per column 3 of the General List 

11. Total value of the goods as per 
column 5 of the General List 

12. Means of transportation (sea, air 
or road) 

13. Purpose of visit to Mexico

Once this information is accepted
CANACO will notify you and alert
the Mexican Customs authorities.
